i n s t e a d , i t has been covered w i t h asbestos s i d i n g . However, 
t h e f r o n t e n t r a n c e d e t a i l s have been l e f t i n t a c t and i n c l u d e 
d o r i c columns, double b r a c k e t s , and s p o o l and s p i n d l e b a l u s t e r s . 
There I s a two s t o r y p o l y g o n a l bay t o t h e l e f t o f the e n t r a n c e .

he was the founder o f John S h i e l d s and Co., ma n u f a c t u r e r s 

I o f f i s h i n g f l i e s and t a c k l e . His f a c t o r y was l o c a t e d nearby 
at 1 16- 18 Cypress S t r e e t . When S h i e l d s d i e d i n 1 8 9 9 , h i s 
son, John W. S h i e l d s , t o o k over t h e company. See 1 16- 18
